Navels
Taste:
The taste should be characteristic of the variety with no foreign taste or odors that would indicate a contamination.
Maturity/Condition:  
Fruit to be mature, firm, bright shiny color, not dried or shriveled. Fruit should be juicy, not pithy.

All oranges should be well formed and consistent with the characteristic of the variety.  Oranges should have full color.

56 count oranges consistently sized within the box. 

PACKAGING:

Outer Case:
Standard industry case which affords adequate protection to product, with the country of origin clearly marked.

All oranges must have a sticker with the PEIB assigned PLU attached, as well as the country of origin
Pack Size:
Each case should weigh no less than 38 pounds net. Daily weight checks at the point of packing are strictly required.
