Varieties:

Navels
Taste:
The taste should be characteristic of the variety with no foreign taste or odors that would indicate a contamination.
Maturity/Condition:  
Fruit to be mature, firm, bright shiny color, not dried or shriveled. Fruit should be juicy, not pithy.  Smooth skinned fruit preferred.
Color
All oranges should be well formed and consistent with the characteristic of the variety.  Oranges should have full color.
Size:
40 to 88 count as determined by market area, consistently sized within the case, with a well filled pack.
PACKAGING:

Outer Case:
Standard industry case which affords adequate protection to product, with the country of origin clearly marked.  

Selling Unit:
All oranges must have a sticker with the PEIB assigned PLU attached, as well as the country of origin
Pack Size:
Each case should weigh no less than 35 pounds net. Daily weight checks at the point of packing are strictly required.

Australia, South Africa
PALLETIZATION:

All products must be received on a 40”x 48” GMA #1 hardwood pallets – CHEP preferred.  

PRODUCT PRECOOLING:

All oranges must be pre-cooled prior to loading.
STORAGE/TRANSPORT TEMPERATURES:

Temp on dispatch and receipt:
48-44 degrees range, optimum of 40 degrees Fahrenheit.

Sensitech Temp Tale recorders must be provided on all loads.
Recorder must be placed between 8 to 10 feet from the rear of the trailer on the left wall, no more than 2 feet from the top of the trailer.

All deliveries may only contain food commodities.  At no time should chemicals or any other toxics be shipped with the delivery.
