Maturity/Condition:  
Brussels Sprouts should be firm with no signs of puffiness, well-trimmed (minimal stalk and outer leaves).  No less than ¾” and no more than 1 ½” – ideal 1”.

Shape/Color:
Oval to cylindrically shaped, light green color with no evidence of yellowing or black discoloration.

STORAGE/TRANSPORT TEMPERATURES:

Temp on dispatch and receipt:
33-36degrees range, optimum of 34 degrees Fahrenheit.

Sensitech Temp Tale recorders must be provided on all loads.
