External Condition:

They should show no visible scarring, pitting, bug damage, decay, splits or green shoulders.  Well trimmed – ½” top allowed, with no broken tips. MATURITY/ CONDITION:
Taste:
The taste should be fresh, not excessively bitter or harsh, with no foreign taste or odors that would indicate contamination.

Shape/Color:
Straight, cylindrically shaped and evenly tapered in length.  The color should be a natural orange and free of greening on the shoulder.

Maturity:
Young, bright, fresh carrots showing no white due to age. The ideal size of the carrot should be 9” to 12” in length.  The diameter should be between 1” to not more than 1 ½”.

PACKAGING:

Outer Case:
Standard industry case which affords adequate protection to product, with the country of origin clearly marked.
Pack:
Each case should weigh no less than 25 or 50 pounds net as determined by Market Area.  

SOURCES:

California, Michigan, Canada, Washington, Georgia
PALLETIZATION:

All products must be received on a 40”x 48” GMA #1 hardwood pallets – CHEP preferred.  

PRODUCT PRECOOLING:

All carrots must be pre-cooled prior to loading.
STORAGE/TRANSPORT TEMPERATURES:

Temp on dispatch and receipt:
33 - 36 degrees range, optimum of 34 degrees Fahrenheit.

Sensitech Temp Tale recorders must be provided on all loads.
Recorder must be placed between 8 to 10 feet from the rear of the trailer on the left wall, no more than 2 feet from the top of the trailer.

All deliveries may only contain food commodities.  At no time should chemicals or any other toxics be shipped with the delivery.

PRODUCT LIFE:

Product should give at least 24 days life upon receipt at SuperValu’s distribution facility.
