As determined by SuperValu’s buying office.
Maturity/Condition:  
Well matured with hardened skin.
Shape/Color:
Elongated bell shape.  Tan to yellowish shell.  At most, minimal greening.  

Size:

Sensitech Temp Tale recorders must be provided on all loads.
Recorder must be placed between 8 to 10 feet from the rear of the trailer on the left wall, no more than 2 feet from the top of the trailer.

All deliveries may only contain food or food related commodities.  At no time should chemicals or any other toxics be shipped with the delivery.
